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                                            Little Foxes 
                                   Most of you know Jan and I got a new  

                                   puppy last fall. We named him “Chance.”  

                                   Since bringing him home he has taken every 

chance available to make our lives interes!ng (and some!mes 

frustra!ng). The other day he got outside the fence. I had taken 

steps to fill in the lower areas where he might be able to escape 

the safety of our back yard. But I missed one place. Luckily for 

Chance, and us, Jan was watching out the kitchen window one 

day when she saw him leave under a sec!on of the fence. It was 

covered by some debris from the neighbor’s yard and I could not 

tell it was low enough for the li*le dog to squeeze through. 

When I got home Jan showed me the spot and I fixed it so he 

could no longer use that por!on of the fence to get out.  

 

In Song of Solomon 2:15, the writer essen!ally cau!ons us that 

it is “the li*le foxes” that ruin the vineyard. Now the biblical 

context was in regards to a roman!c rela!onship between Solo-

mon and the Shulammite woman. But the applica!on can be for 

any rela!onship (spouse, friend, coworker, church member) 

experienced in the course of living our present day lives.   

 

The foxes are the li*le things that, o4en overlooked, can ruin 

rela!onships. A word of encouragement or affirma!on le4 un-

said; an act of love or forgiveness le4 undone. We must pay 

a*en!on to the small things that arise in day to day living. Be-

cause they are small we o4en consider them insignificant or 

unimportant. However, that assump!on can be devasta!ng to a 

rela!onship. Especially our rela!onship with God.  

 

Moses challenged the Hebrew people saying, “Therefore take 

care to follow the commands, decrees and laws I give you today. 

If you pay a�en�on to these laws and are careful to follow them, 

then the LORD your God will keep his covenant of love with you, 

as he swore to your ancestors” (Deut. 7:11-12).  The word 

“therefore” [eikev] in Hebrew means “heel,” as in the heel of a 

foot. The verse implores us to pay a*en!on to the small things 

when it comes to serving God – things we might otherwise un-

knowingly tread upon with our heel. When we are careful about 

doing the li*le things for God, it is an expression of great love, 

just as when a spouse thinks of the small things that his or her 

partner likes. 

 

The li*le ways we can serve God come in many forms. It could 

be expressing gra!tude each day for all He has given us, or it 

may be going out of our way to spend !me with someone lone-

ly.  It could be a friendly smile or a moment of contempla!on.  

We aren’t required to do any of these things; rather, we do 

them out of love.
