Did you know Jesus taught His disciples it was important 
for them to take a vaca%on? Every day they travelled 
from town to town telling people about God and His 
love for them. They preached and taught the Scripture 
and healed people who were sick. Some%mes the disci-
ples were so busy that they did not take %me to eat or 
sleep. Does that sound like anyone you know?  When 
Jesus saw how %red they were, He told them to come 
with Him to a quiet place and rest for a while.  

There are two things about these verses that can help 
all our vaca%ons be enjoyable.  First, Jesus said, “Come 
with Me.” Wherever we go on vaca%on we should re-
member to take Jesus with us. We should include Him 
in everything we do. We should not do anything on va-
ca%on that we would not do if we were at home. Sec-
ond, one of the reasons for vaca%on is to rest. However, 
some people schedule so many ac%vi%es that they 
come home more %red than when they le5.
