When we read the
Bible, or memorize a verse, the Holy Spirit can
speak to us as we think about what the Bible says. If
we will do what the Bible asks us to do we will be
ready for anything that might happen in life. | hope
you all have invited Jesus into your lives.

e Make sure you thank HIM daily for what he has provided for you.
